This ritual is observed twice a year, in spring and in autumn. "Vasant Navratri" is nine days of fast and worship that Hindus undertake during spring every year. Vasant Navratri is also known as Ram Navratri because Ram Navami falls on the ninth day of Chaitra month. 
Ugaadi: is the new year of Telugu people. This new year is celebrated as great festival all over Andhra Pradesh in India. The word ‘Ugaadi’ has come from Sanskrit word ‘Yugaadi’.Yugaadi means beginning of the Yuga. This is most auspicious festival of Andhra. 
Gudhi Padwa: is celebrated on the first day of the Chaitra month, and is celebrated as New Year's Day by Maharashtrians and Hindu Konkanis ( called as Samvatsar ( Sausar ) Padvo or Yugadi by Konkanis ). It is the same day on which great king Shalivahana defeted Sakas in battle.
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
